 Last year, the administrative team at CGS received feedback that our practice of informing girls of their placement on the final 

report card was not seen as the ideal means of relaying this information. In some cases, teachers noted that it significantly 

shifted the focus of the classroom community so that rather than having a chance to celebrate the classroom community 

coming to a close, the main topic of conversation became who girls were going to be with in September.  In some cases, 

teachers and girls felt that a poignant moment to be together was lost. As well, some parents relayed that girls spent the 

summer worrying about their placement for the next year. These parents felt that their daughters would be better served by 

finding out their classroom placement in the fall, after there had been a break from the classroom community.   
 
As a result of these conversations, girls and their families will be notified of the class placement on the first day of school, 

August 27, 2009. 
 
On the first day of school girls are Bel Aire are asked to meet in the Bel Aire gym when the bell rings. 

At Lakeview, girls should meet in the last year’s homeroom classroom. Girls new to Lakeview, including all grade 6 students 

should meet in the Lakeview gym.
